Did You Know? 
The dangers of these drugs are extreme:  Bath Salts, 

Spice and K2  
 

What are "Bath Salts"?  

Bath salts are sold in smoke shops, head shops and over the internet as legal alter-

natives to illegal drugs. These products contain cathinone chemicals that behave 

like methamphetamine or cocaine. Users generally snort the powder as they 

would cocaine. (1)   Young people are using the white-powder as fake cocaine 

and many of them are ending up in emergency rooms and mental hospitals. (3) 

Effects of use can cause: agitation, paranoia, psychosis, hallucinations, high 

blood pressure, increased pulse, chest pain, seizures, muscle damage, loss of 

bowel control, suicidal thoughts and very agitated behavior. Itôs a very scary 

stimulant causing many extreme reactions in people who use it. (2)  The product 

is sold under names like "Ivory Wave," "Bliss," "Blue Silk," "Charge Plus," 

"White Lightening," and "Cloud 9." A one-half gram package of the bath salts are 

sold for around $25 to $30. (3)  

 

What are Spice and K2?  

Spice, K2 and several other products are a type of synthetic marijuana. The sub-

stance, often called "Spice," "Genie," or "Zohai" is sprayed with a synthetic 

compound chemically similar to THC. It's smoked in joints or pipes, just like 

the real deal. These products are sold in smoke shops, head shops and over the 

internet as a legal alternative to illegal drugs. (4)

within the school to help.  We offer a Student Assistance Program (SAP) and ac-

cess to School-Based Counselor through Ponessa.
